reused steel taken from the old House of Fraser building on Oxford Street. This steel has
gone through intense testing : and 20 tonnes of steel from the building has been salvaged
_to use on TBC.London. The reuse of materials not only reduces carbon emissions, but '
also retains economic activity within the country :

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WHAT'S HAPPENING LOCALLY?

We have now run two Building Lives Academies on site, which allows local people in the borough who are interested
in a career in construction and looking for work, the chance to engage in the programme which includes industry

awareness sessions, careers guidance, employability skills and meeting and networking with our supply chain
partners on site.

We also provide suitable work experience if needed and guarantee them interviews with ourselves and our
supply chain partners on completion. At the end of the programme they have the opportunity to apply for their
Construction Skills Certificate Scheme (CSCS) card application, which allows them to work on site.

Supported by the Department for Work and Pensions (DWP) Sector Work Academy Programme, these are proving
popular and we are looking to run our third one at the beginning of April.
